In 2009 the International Labour Organization (ILO) and its members
celebrated the 90th anniversary of the Organization’s formation in
1919. To mark this milestone, special events were held in more than
120 countries under the banner of “90 years working for social
justice”.

These events were as diverse as radio and TV programmes, seminars,

job fairs, photo exhibits, cultural performances, grassroots workshops

and high-level tripartite discussions. Partners around the world held

day ratifications of international labour standards. Some countries launched new Decent Work Country Programmes,
while others published commemorative volumes and stamp editions.

ILO marked its anniversary at a time of profound economic and employment crisis. The anniversary events proved useful
in offering a platform to focus on a decent work approach to the crisis based on a productive recovery, on protecting
people, sustaining enterprises and upholding standards and fundamental principles and rights at work during these
difficult times.

On April 28, the 90" anniversary of the ILO, the Ministry of Labour and Social
Protection of Tajikistan officially launched a Child Labour Monitoring Unit created at the
Ministry with the technical support of ILO’s International Programme on the Elimination of
Child Labour (IPEC).

The Ministry chose the ILO anniversary day for the opening ceremony because combating child
labour is one of the most important issues in today’s Tajikistan.

The unit will focus on monitoring, identifying and removing girls and boys from the worst forms
of child labour in the Tajik capital of Dushanbe. Its staff will regularly check the places where
girls and boys may work in order to identify child labourers and determine risks to which they
are exposed.

After the completion of this IPEC pilot programme, the unit will continue its monitoring work.
Similar units are expected to be created at other affiliates of the ministry in the regions.

BISHKEK, KYRGYZSTAN
28 April, 2009, Day of the ILO 's 90" anniversary, was chosen to organize a roundtable discussion on status of social
dialogue in Kyrgyzstan. It started with an anniversary presentation followed by a video film about
ILO's 90 years quest for social justice.

Walter Verhoeve, Chief Technical Adviser of the ILO's Boosting Youth Employment project, quoted ILO Director
General Juan Somavia who said that "the primary objective of the 90" anniversary is not simply to celebrate our
past, but to use this moment as a strategic opportunity to focus on the pressmgflpriorities of people today”. One
of the top priorities for Kyrgyzstan is promoting youth employment through the involvement of all social partners
and dialogue, Verhoeve said.

The ILO project has commissioned Prof. Evert
Vermeer, University of Amsterdam, to prepare

a study on social dialogue and youth employment.
The study was presented to the roundtable
participants.

Another anniversary event centred on the theme

of Decent Work was organized in December in
Bishkek by the ILO and UNDP together with the
Ministry of Labour, Employment and Migration as
a part of the Millennium Development Goals
advocacy campaign. Bolotbek Orokov, ILO National
Coordinator in Kyrgyzstan, presented a Toolkit on
Decent Work and Productive Employment prepared
by the ILO for the the UN Chief Executives Board
(CEB) for Coordination.

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BN |LO’s international standards — most important source of labour law
(Anniversary roundtable at the Moscow Humanitarian University)

On October 19, the Moscow Humanitarian University’s
department of civil process and social branches of law
organized a roundtable meeting devoted to the 90"
anniversary of the ILO and the 50th anniversary of the ILO
